QUADRILATERAL

MIND MAP

Quadrilateral : A closed
figure in a plane, bounded
by four line segments.

Trapezium : A quadrilateral
with one pair of opposite
sides parallel i.e AB||CD.

Parallelogram: A quadrilateral with both
pairs of opposite sides parallel. So we get
ABJ|CD, AB=CD & AD||BC, AD=BC

Also AE=CE, BE=DE, /BAD=/BCD
/ABC = Z/ADC

Rectangle : A
parallelogram having
one angle 90°. So

/ABC=/BCD=/CDA
=/BAD=90°
Also AC=BD

Square : A Parallelogram

having one angle 90° and
one pair of adjacent sides
equal. So /ABC=/BCD=/CDA
=/BAD=90° & AB=BC=CD=AD
AC=BD & AC L BD.

Rhombus: A Parallelogram having
one pair of adjacent sides equal.
So AB=BC=CD=AD

Also ACL BD.
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
